SUMMARY: The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service or we) adds all forms of live black
carp (Mylopharyngodon piceus), gametes, viable eggs, and hybrids to the list of injurious
fish under the Lacey Act. By this action, the Service prohibits the importation into or
transportation between the continental United States, the District of Columbia, Hawaii, the
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, or any territory or possession of the United States of live
black carp, gametes, viable eggs, and hybrids. The best available information indicates

that this action is necessary to protect the interests of wildlife and wildlife resources from
the purposeful or accidental introduction and subsequent establishment of black carp in the
ecosystems of the United States. Live black carp, gametes, viable eggs, and hybrids can be
imported only by permit for scientific, medical, educational, or zoological purposes, or
without a permit by Federal agencies solely for their own use. Interstate transportation of
live black carp, gametes, viable eggs, and hybrids currently held within the United States
will be allowed only by permit. Interstate transportation permits may be issued for

scientific, medical, educational, or zoological purposes.

NAAHP Legislation Introduced in Senate

On November 1, Senator Olympia Snowe (R), Maine, introduced Senate Bill 2299, which would
authorize and fund activities under the National Aquatic Animal Health Plan (NAAHP).

The NAAHP has been in development for a number of years, and is a collaboration among the US
Department of Agriculture Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS), the National Oceanic
and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) and the US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS). Industry has
been very involved in the development of the NAAHP through participation in the various workgroups
and through ongoing meetings with agency staff. Implementation and funding of the NAAHP is a
needed step forward in allowing aquaculture in the U.S. to thrive and grow.

Senate Bill 2299 proposes an opt-in program for states; state participation will not be mandated. It also
provides for a stakeholder advisory council, including industry members, to guide APHIS in
implementing the program. Authorized activities include administration and implementation of the plan,
training and laboratory testing, cleaning and disinfection associated with depopulation orders, public
outreach and education, and indemnity payments for producers who are following best management
practices and are subject to depopulation orders.

As seen with Infectious Salmon Anemia (ISA) and Spring Viremia of Carp (SVC), disease outbreaks can
be sudden, devastating, and difficult to manage, especially when they cross state lines. The AHPIS
surveillance and indemnity program for ISA brought the salmon industry back from the brink a few years
ago when a major salmon production area in the state had to be depopulated. The program helped
encourage rigorous science and sound management practices and has been a model for federal - state
- industry cooperation. However, individual disease surveillance efforts are diffcult to coordinate and
sustain. A national framework is needed, which is what the NAAHP would provide.

USDA Amends VHS  -Susceptible Species List

The U.S. Department of Agriculture's Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS)

has amended its Federal Order on viral hemorrhagic septicemia (VHS) by revising the list

of VHS -susceptible species. Since the VHS strain of concern is only known to occur in the
Great Lakes region, the updated list includes only those species found in freshwater
environments in the United States and Canada. The updated list only includes those

species that have been infected with VHS under natural or non -experimental conditions
and in which the virus has been isolated in a cell culture with the strain identified through
molecular detection.

VHS is a destructive pathogen that, while not harmful to people, causes internal
hemorrhaging and death in a wide range of fish species. APHIS issued the original October
2006 Federal Order in response to the rapid spread of VHS in the Great Lakes and related



tributaries. That order prohibited the importation of 37 species of live fish from two
Canadian provinces into the United States and the interstate movement of the same
species from the eight states bordering the Great Lakes.

When APHIS originally issued the order, the agency took a conservative approach and
restricted the movement of all species listed by the World Organization for Animal Health
(OIE) as susceptible to all known strains of VHS. The species no longer affected by the
Federal Order include:

Atlantic Cod (Gadus morhua)

Coho salmon (Oncorhynchus kisutch)

Chum salmon (Oncorhynchus keta)

Grayling (Thymallus thymallus)

Haddock (Gadus aeglefinus)

Herring (Clupea spp)

Japanese flounder (Paralichthys olivaceus)

Pacific cod (Gadus macrocephalus)

Pink salmon (Onchorhynchus gorbuscha)

Rockling (Onos mustelus)

Sprat (Sprattus spp)

Turbot (Scophthalmus maximus)

Whitefish (Coregonus spp).

APHIS also recently determined that several additional freshwater fish species not included
in the original order are susceptible to VHS. These species originate in freshwater locations
in the United States and/or Canada and have been infected by the VHS virus under natural
(i.e. non -experimental) conditions of exposure. Scientists have been able to isolate the
VHS virus in these species through laboratory testing. As a result, three new species are
now listed in the Federal Order:

Lake whitefish (Coregonus clupeaformis)

Spottail shiner (Notropis hudsonius)

Trout -perch (Percopsis omiscomaycus).

Two species that remain on the Federal Order's VHS -susceptible list have had their
scientific names clarified:

Shorthead redhorse (Moxostoma macrolepidotum)

Silver redhorse (Moxostoma anisurum).

APHIS issued the original Federal Order in response to the rapid spread of VHS in the Great
Lakes region and the potential impact of the disease on a growing number of fish species,
including species of fish raised commercially in the United States. Dead and diseased wild
fish have been reported in the St. Lawrence River and in Lake Erie, Lake Huron, Lake
Michigan, Lake Ontario and Lake St. Clair. Outbreaks of VHS have also been reported in
inland lakes of Michigan, New York and Wisconsin.

The intent of the Federal Order is to prevent the introduction of VHS into aquaculture
facilities by controlling the movement of live fish species from the Great Lakes region at
risk of harboring the VHS virus. The order allows APHIS to gather more information on the
disease and puts a federal regulatory program in place that allows for the interstate
movement of fish susceptible to VHS via testing and certification.

This revised Federal Order will remain in effect until the interim rule is published. Both the

Federal Asian Carp Management Plan Approved

Following a four year effort led by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the Aguatic Nuisance

Species Task Force (a federal, state and non -governmental advisory group co -chaired by
the departments of Commerce and Interior) accepted and approved on November 7 " a
national management plan to prevent, control and manage black, bighead, silver, and

grass carps. The Task Force identified the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service as the lead

agency to implement a plan that consists of 48 strategies and 131 recommendations.
Implementation costs were estimated to be $286 million over a 20 year period. The U.S.

Fish and Wildlife Service will be creating an Implementation Committee to be composed of

federal, state, and public members.

2007 AFS -FHS Blue Book Now Available

The 2007 edition of the American Fisheries Society, Fish Health Section Blue Book is now

available. This new edition contains important updates on Viral Hemorrhagic Septicemia

Virus in both the Diagnostic Manual and the Inspection Manual. Information on susceptible
species, appropriate cell lines for testing and PCR primers for confirmation that have been

updated. The primer sequences for VHSV RT  -PCR have been modified compared to those
provided in previous editions of this manual. The new sequences now match the OIE

(2006) VHSV primers. Also in this edition, the primer sequences for the IHNV RT -PCR
assay have been modified from those in previous editions of this manual. Additionally, the
Diagnostic Manual chapter on Infectious Pancreatic Necrosis Virus has been updated and

four new chapters including Goldfish Herpesviral Hematopoietic Necrosis Virus, Largemouth

Bass Virus Disease, Necrotizing Hepatopancreatitis of Penaeid Shrimp, and Taura

Syndrome Virus of Penaeid Shrimp have been added. The shrimp virus chapters are in a
new section of the Diagnostic Manual entitled "Diseases of Crustaceans".

FDA Issues Final Rule on Index of Legally Marketed Unapproved New Animal
Drugs for Minor Species

The Minor Use and Minor Species Animal Health Act of 2004 (MUMS act) amended the
Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (the act) to authorize the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration (FDA, the agency) to establish new regulatory procedures that provide
incentives intended to make more drugs legally available to veterinarians and animal
owners for the treatment of minor animal species and uncommon diseases in major animal
species. At this time, FDA is issuing final regulations to implement section 572 of the act
entitled “"Index of Legally Marketed Unapproved New Animal Drugs for Minor Species."
These regulations establish administrative procedures and criteria for index listing a new
animal drug for use in a minor species. Such indexing provides a basis for legally

marketing an unapproved new animal drug intended for use in a minor species.
DATES: This rule is effective February 19, 2008.

FDA is issuing final regulations implementing the indexing provisions of the MUMS act.
These regulations establish procedures and criteria for index listing a new animal drug for
use in a minor species. They describe a process whereby the agency makes a
determination regarding the following: (1) The eligibility of a new animal drug, (2) the
selection of a qualified expert panel, and (3) the findings of the qualified expert panel.

In the Federal Register of August 22, 2006 (71 FR 48840), FDA issued proposed

regulations to implement section 572 of the act (21 U.S.C. 360ccc -1). The proposed rule
initially provided fora 90  -day public comment period during which the agency received

several comments asserting that 90 days was not an adequate amount of time to prepare

and submit meaningful comments. In response to this, in the Federal Register of October

2, 2006 (71 FR 57892), FDA extended the comment period allowing an additional 30 days

of public comment.

After considering public comments FDA has made the following changes to the proposed
rule:

In Sec. 516.123, paragraph (b) has been revised to read: ~The written notice will include
information for scheduling the informal conference and state that a written request for a
conference must be made within 60 days of the date FDA sends its notice." Also,
paragraph (c) has been revised to read: ~"Within 45 days of receiving a request for an
informal conference, FDA will schedule and hold the informal conference at a time
agreeable to both FDA and the person making the request."

In Sec. 516.123, proposed paragraphs (j) and (1)(3) have been deleted and paragraph (k)
has been revised to read: “"The presiding officer will prepare a written report regarding
the subject of the informal conference that states and describes the basis for his or her
findings. Whenever time permits, the parties to the informal conference will have 30 days
to review and comment on the report."

In section 516.141, paragraph (b)(1) has been revised to read: A qualified expert panel
member must be an expert qualified by training and experience to evaluate a significant
aspect of target animal safety or effectiveness of the new animal drug under
consideration."

In addition, FDA has made two technical corrections to the proposed rule. The first one is
in part 25 (21 CFR part 25). An amendment to Sec. 25.33 was proposed as a conforming
change to add index listed drugs to the list of actions for animal drugs which may be
categorically excluded from the preparation of an environmental assessment. However,
the agency neglected to propose a corresponding amendment to Sec. 25.20 to also add
index listed drugs to the list of actions requiring preparation of an environmental
assessment. Therefore, this final rule contains a conforming change to Sec. 25.20(m) to
correct this omission. The second technical correction is in part 207 (21 CFR part 207).

Amendments to Sec. Sec. 207.21 and 207.35 were proposed as conforming changes to
include index listed drugs under the drug registration and listing provisions of part 207.
However, the agency neglected to propose a corresponding amendment to Sec. 207.20(c)
which describes who must register and submit a drug list. Therefore, this final rule
contains a conforming change to Sec. 207.20(c) to correct this omission.
